 GENERAL INFORMATION:
· The Yankton School District is limiting spectators for our home events.  It is the responsibility of the EVERYONE including the VISITING SCHOOL to read through and adhere to all of the information and details below AND in the attached Yankton School District COVID-19 Spectator Plan.  Spectators will NOT be allowed to purchase a ticket to get in to any of the volleyball games without an event & date specific voucher or a current valid high school student ID from Yankton HS or Harrisburg HS.  

· Admission – Adults: $5.00
Seniors Citizens & Students: $3.00
· Screening – VERY IMPORTANT regarding COVID-19:  
ALL team personnel & officials must be screened prior to the contest.  (Visiting team & Officials will screen prior to leaving home).  
· If you are exhibiting symptoms of COVID-19, YOU MUST STAY HOME! 
· Mask Information – VERY IMPORTANT regarding COVID-19:  
Yankton County is currently identified as having “Substantial” Community Spread:  
· As per YSD Policy Masks are MANDATORY at INDOOR events.  This includes ALL spectators, table workers, officials, line judges, media, coaches, managers, statisticians and athletes that are NOT an active participant in the game.  Masks are optional for participating athletes.   

· Spectators:  ALL spectators are expected to sit in their designated areas, labeled on the signage in the gym.  Additionally, spectators are expected to socially distance themselves away from those not in their immediate families to the best of their ability.  This includes players from the sub-varsity games who are not playing.  Spectators will NOT be allowed to loiter in the gym following the game, rather you are asked to leave immediately.  If you need to visit with your daughter, please do so in the parking lot where the bus is loading or at home.
· School Entrance Information:  Enter YHS via the west activity parking lot on the back side of Yankton High School at the North glass doors on the west side of the high school.  This entrance is labeled # 16 & has Buck & Gazelle Logos on the door. 
· Bus Information:  AFTER dropping the team off, PLEASE DO NOT park the bus in the same parking lot where the team entered the school.  INSTEAD, PLEASE park in the far southwest parking lot located at the southwest corner of YHS.  To get to that lot, please drive SOUTH down the service road behind the parking lot where the team was dropped off and you cannot miss it at the end of the road.  Please see attached map for details.
· Locker Room:  Visiting teams will use the Women’s Locker Room, room # 316.  A key for the locker room will be given to a coach.  Please return the key to one of the Yankton coaches, the main score table or to me before you leave.  DUE to COVID, please DO NOT spend more than 10 consecutive minutes in the locker rooms at any given time, be aware of social distancing & masks are mandatory.  
· Trainer:  We WILL have a trainer available, however no more than 4 total people are allowed in the training room at any given time (including the trainer) and masks are mandatory.
· Water – Athletes will be expected to bring their own individual water bottles and fill them using the “Touch Free” water bottle filling stations located on the wall nearest team benches in the Main Gym…Sharing of Water Bottles is NOT allowed.
· Ball Carts:  Each team will have one ball cart.  Do your best to keep the balls to each team.
· Sanitizer:  We will have sanitizer available on each end of the main table near the team benches.  Athletes can use this before entering the match and when returning to the bench.  
· Team Benches:  We will spread out chairs so extra players need to sit in bleachers behind the benches.  Only coaches and uniformed players are allowed on the bench.  You may dress as many as necessary, but please consider only dressing those who are expected to play to limit number of players on the bench.  
· National Anthem & Introductions:  At about the 10-minute mark, during warm-ups, we will “casually” introduce starters for both teams.  This will NOT occur in the traditional format and there will be no pre-game handshakes.  We will play the National Anthem when the clock zeros out.  ALL team personnel are expected to SPREAD OUT & social distance themselves.

· Post-Game:  There will be NO handshakes and officials will leave immediately.  Teams will also leave the court as quickly as possible and exit the gym in opposite directions down the hallway nearest the team benches returning to their locker rooms.  Team personnel will NOT be allowed to return to the gym to visit after going to the locker room, but rather should go directly to the bus or home because loitering will NOT be allowed in the gym.  Lights over the playing surface will be shut off immediately following the game to help mandate this.
